In addition to serving as the region’s only
Level One Trauma Center, the Erlanger Health
System has five Tennessee-based campuses
and now manages Erlanger at Hutcheson, in
Fort Oglethorpe, Ga. Erlanger is also the re-
gion's only academic teaching center through
its affiliation with the UT College Of Medicine
Chattanooga. One of its five campuses, T.C.
Thompson Children’s Hospital at Erlanger, is
the only pediatric specialty hospital in the region.
